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Pfistavba tréninkové haly a hotelu rozsifuje stavajici areal CEZ
Arény v Ostravé. Hala je navrzena jako multifunkéni, schopna
poskytnout prostor pro témér jakoukoliv sportovni ¢innost.
Pojme 700 navitévniki, z toho 504 na tribuné. Navazujici hotel
nabizi ubytovani 71 osobam, jeho restaurace je uréena pro

84 sedicich host(.

Objem pfistavby hokejové tréninkové plochy je ,ukryt” do
horizontélni podnoze vytvofené terasou hlavniho objektu
stavajici CEZ Arény. Kompoziéni koncept arealu je tak po mnoha
desetiletich napInén. Navrh nové haly odrazi vnitini dynamiku
sportovniho zapoleni, forma jednoduché statické hmoty se od
plivodni stavby zveda a dynamizuje.

Koncept graduje objektem hotelu, ktery svou lapidarni formou na
halu navazuje. Hmota hotelu se uvolfuje od podnoze komplexu
Arény a jeji pokojova cast se smérem od nové haly zveda

a odlehéuje. Cast navazujici na halu je na sloupech vyzdvizena

do prostoru, a uvolniuje tak plochu pro rozptylovy prostor pred
budovami pro konani vétsich akci.

Dominantou tréninkové haly je sportbar, zaujimajici velkorysou
zasklenou terasu, visutou na jizni stitové sténé do interiéru haly.
Vznika tak vznasejici se ,ochoz”, ktery umozriuje vyhled piimo na
hraci plochu. Viici hraci plose se hmota baru vymezuje jako obfi
displej s dynamickym vysunutim okrajovych &asti.

Interiéry stavby jsou feseny velmi jednoduse, Gcelove.

V prostorach s mechanickou zatéZi jsou na sténach pouzity
betonové stérky bez barevného natéru v kombinaci

s pozinkovanymi zamecnickymi konstrukcemi.

34 MULTIFUNKCNT HALA v OSTRAVE

The new training hall and hotel extend the current CEZ Aréna
complex in Ostrava. The hall was designed as a multi-purpose
space suitable for virtually any sports activity. Its capacity is
700 spectators, of which 504 are seated. The adjacent hotel
offers accommaodation for 71 guests and its restaurant seats 84.

The volume of the newly added training hockey rink is “hidden”
in a horizontal base formed by the terrace of the main building
of the current CEZ Aréna building. The composition concept

of the complex thus finally materialized after many decades.

The design of the new hall reflects the inner dynamics of
competitive sports: the form of simple, static volume rises out of
the original structure and becomes more dynamic.

The concept culminates in the hotel whose terse form adjoins
the hall. The volume of the hotel detaches itself from the base
of the Aréna complex, and the guest rooms section rises away
from the new hall, becoming lighter. The part adjoining the hall
is spatially elevated on piers, thus freeing the space in front of
the buildings where people can disperse during events.

The training hall is dominated by a sports bar: its generously
conceived glassed-in terrace suspended inside the hall on

the southern gable wall. The resulting floating “gallery” provides
a direct view of the ice. The volume of the bar is defined against
the ice as a giant display with the extreme sections projected
dynamically.

The interiors are simple and practical. Areas exposed to a high
level of mechanical stress are rendered in unpainted concrete
putty combined with locksmith constructions from galvanized
metal.
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
